Å HIV infections mainly in men who have sex 

with men (~80%) in Australia 

Å Higher rate of methamphetamine use in MSM 

Å Community surveys- 9-14% have used 

methamphetamine in previous 6-12 months 
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Introduction 

Å Prahran Market Clinic ï GP clinic with special 

interest in HIV, STI screening, opiate 

substitution therapies 

Å Diagnosed 20% of new HIV in MSM (men who 

have sex with men) in Victoria 2011-2013 

Å HIV clinicians noted methamphetamine use 

mentioned in new HIV diagnoses 
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Study Design 

Å Patients asked to fill in anonymous survey 
forms in 2014 

Å Cases: MSM diagnosed with HIV at PMC 
2011-2013 

Å Control cases: MSM with a negative HIV test 
in same period, age matched within 2 years 
of each HIV positive case 

Å Anonymous surveys given at regular 
consultation 
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
